	PUB SCENE- Glass could brake around location and cause injury. Drunk/intoxicated people could get in the way and cause disruption leading to injury’s and/or damage to equipment. Hot food is being served on location constantly and could cause injury if cast and crew aren’t aware. open fireplace can cause discomfort if around the area to much and serious injury or death can occur as well as damage to equipment and props.
	Inform and make the managerial staff and workers aware of our conditions and the exact area of the location we will be filming in so we shouldn’t have any interruption and as well making sure we film in a less busy area. 
We will be careful of our surroundings and the environment and inform all actors where to go and where not too, also making sure to keep all equipment away from the open fireplace and other people.
	In the event of any problems we will inform the staff and be sure that the Manager understands the situation. Staffs on site are trained in first aid, however in the event of serious injury we will call the emergency services.

	HOUSE SCENE- Steps, making sure actors don’t fall and cause injury. Obstacles that could get in the way of the cast and crew whilst filming.
	Prior to filming ensure all cast and crew are informed of possible accidents and what not to do to ensure that we can successfully complete our filming. 
	 First aid kit is on location and can be used for any injury’s that could possibly occur.

	Office Scene- Steep stairway on location leading to where we will be filming, meaning we will have to inform all actors to prevent any accidents happening. Wires will be present in the office and around location so it is important everybody is aware and makes sure they are careful whilst on and off camera. Hot drinks may be present so it is important everyone is aware of that situation.
	Prior to filming inform all staff of the office location that cast and crew are filming in the building. Ensure all cast and crew are informed of possible accidents and what not to do to ensure that we can successfully complete our filming. (This includes informing the cast of the steep stairs, wiring and obstacles that could be in the way)
	  First aid kit is on location and can be used for any injury’s that could possibly occur; however in the event of serious injury we will call the emergency services.
